e To open Adobe Bridge automatically with Photoshop:-
Go to the Edit Menu — Preferences — General and check the "Automatically Launch Bridge"
box and click OK.

e To use the scroll wheel on your mouse as a zoom tool:-
Go to the Edit Menu —Preferences — General —and check the "Zoom with Scroll Wheel" box
and click OK.

e Toincrease the memory that Photoshop uses while processing your images:-
Go to the Edit Menu —Preferences — Performance and increase the "Let Photoshop Use"
slider to around 90% and click OK. It is wise not to use other programmes while using the
increased memory. The percentage will revert back to the default setting on closing the
programme down.

o As we all know, sharpening should be the last change made to an image but 25% sharpening
is automatically applied to your image unless you change the setting.
In Bridge:-
Go to the Edit Menu —Camera Raw Preferences — Apply Sharpening To - and from the
dropdown menu chose "Preview Images Only" and click OK.

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The majority of cameras will apply a level of sharpening to an image when shooting in Jpeg.
You can and should turn this feature off in the camera menu.
